NOTE: in the April 23, 2021, website article, “News From the Board of Directors,” it was announced that a letter had been sent to all VLP residents on March 24, 2021, indicating that we are no longer an HOA, but we are now a POA, Property Owners Association.  
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APPLICATION INFORMATION 
	1.  A complete PMR (Property Modification Request) form must be submitted to the management company 
            for all types of modifications. Verbal approval is not sufficient. All modification approvals must be in  
            writing.  When plans are required, they must be submitted with the PMR form. The PMR form may  
            be obtained from The Villages at Lafayette Park website at  tvalppoa.com, or through the property 
            management company: steve.homelinkpm@gmail.com
 2.  Homeowners can expect a response to their request from the management company within fourteen (14) days after submitting the PMR form. 




     		 COVENANT ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES 
1.  When apparent covenant violations occur, the management company will send a letter requesting compliance and/or submissions approval. 
2.  If necessary, follow-up correspondence requesting immediate action will be sent. 	
		 Possible sanctions include:  
     - Suspension of the right to vote 
     - Suspension of the right to use the recreational facilities 
     - Recordation of notice of covenant violation with the superior court 
	     - Imposition of a fine on a per violation and/or per day basis 
     - Commencement of legal procedures 
	     - Correction of the violation by the association with all costs charged to the violator
	     - Filing a lien for all fines and costs to correct the violation.


COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION GUIDELINES 

GUIDELINE 1 
Trash and Recycling Cans 
· Trash collection takes place on Fridays, except on weeks when a holiday falls on Monday, and then the pickup will be on Saturday.  
· Recycling is picked up every other week.  
· For more information, and for exceptions to normal pickup, please go online to…

· Residents are required to store their trash/recycling cans OUT OF SIGHT from ground level view. 
· Trash and Recycling Cans shall be located or screened so as to be concealed from ground level view of neighboring streets and property. Residents must keep them in their garage or behind a screen (screens must be approved, using a PMR)…putting them behind a bush or hedge is not permitted.
 Removal of Personal Items
· If you need to remove personal items from your property, you may contact the Fayette County Landfill and Transfer Station to schedule a drop-off, but call first.

· There shall be no dumping of grass clippings, leaves or other debris, rubbish, trash or garbage; petroleum products, fertilizers, or other potentially hazardous or toxic substances in any drainage ditch or detention pond within the Properties, nor on vacant property. 

GUIDELINE 2 
Amenities
· Community Pool Rules (Current, Complete Rules are enclosed):
· Members and Guests only 
· Must be current on POA dues
· Must wear POA issued wrists bands
· Card access only
· Hours and Rules are posted at the site
· Community Pickleball Rules (Current, Complete Rules are enclosed): 
· For court preservation, only soft shoes are allowed on the court 
· Only POA members will have access via card entry
· 30-minute limit playing time (if others are waiting)
· No night playing
GUIDELINE 3
Exterior Landscaping and Maintenance: 
· A PMR is not required to be submitted for mulch and pine straw; however, a PMR must be submitted for screen planting (row or cluster style) and property line plants. 
· Each owner is responsible for removal of debris, clippings, etc., from his/her property line to the center of the street, regardless of its source. All planting areas should be properly maintained at all times.  All dead plants should be removed upon discovery.  It is suggested that the bare earth be covered with sod or ground cover.  A PMR is required for modification of such areas.
· PMRs must include a description of the types and sizes of trees or shrubs to be planted and a site plan showing the relationship of plants to the house and adjacent dwellings. 
· Landscaping should be related to the existing terrain and natural features of the lot, utilizing plant materials native to the Southeastern United States. The amount and character of the landscaping must conform to the precedent set in the surrounding community. 
· All landscape beds must be covered with natural pine straw or wood mulch.   
· Each owner shall keep his/her lot, landscaping beds and all improvements in good order and repair including but not limited to seeding, watering, mowing, trimming, pruning and cutting of all trees and shrubbery and the painting or other appropriate external care his/her house and improvements. This should be done in a manner and with such frequency as is consistent with good property management and the precedent set in the surrounding community. 
· Outdoor storage of garden tools and hoses must be screened from ground level view or put in an approved container. The screen or container must be approved by the ARB (Architectural Review Board).  Any tools or items stored under a back deck or porch must also be screened from view. 

GUIDELINE 4
Exterior House Alterations: 
· A PMR must be submitted for all exterior house alterations. House alterations include but are not limited to storm doors and windows, and porches.
· The original architectural character or theme of any home must be consistent for all components of the home. Once the character is established, whether it is traditional, contemporary, etc., no change may alter that character. 
· Exterior repainting requires a PMR only if the color is changed. 
· A paint color change requires the following information 
		- Paint sample or paint color: Sherwin-Williams Exterior Historic 2800 series
	- Area of home to be painted; 
			- Photograph of your home and homes on either side (in most cases, adjacent homes 		  	   cannot be painted the same colors). 
· Storm windows and doors must be made of anodized bronze or anodized aluminum with baked 	   enamel finish compatible with the primary and trim colors of the house. The PMR must 	 	   contain  the following information: 
		- Picture or drawing of all windows/doors on which storm windows/doors will be installed; 
		- Picture depicting style of storm window/door to be installed; 
	- Color of storm window/door. 

GUIDELINE 5 
Fences: 
· A PMR must be submitted for all fencing. 
· Chain link fences are prohibited; wood fences are prohibited except on estate lots. 
· All PMRs must include the following information: 
		- Picture/drawing of fence type. All fences shall be made of white vinyl or black aluminum. 
		- Dimensions. The maximum height may not exceed 4 feet, except on estate lots, where 			  they may not exceed 6 feet. 
	- Site Plan. A site plan denoting the location of the fence must accompany the PMR. 
  	   	  Fences shall not be located closer to any street than the rear edge of the home; however, 		  on corner lots the fence shall not be closer to any side street than the building line of the lot. 
			- Any visible damage (discoloration, mildew) must be repaired or replaced upon discovery. 

GUIDELNE 6
Vehicles and Parking: 
· No boat, trailer, camper, or recreational vehicle may be parked or stored in open view on residential property. 
· All cars parked in open view and not in a garage must be operable and may not be unsightly. 
· No vehicle may be parked on any yard.  
· As a general rule, parking of vehicles on the street for more than 8 hours is discouraged –and must not be a nuisance to neighbors or impede traffic flow.  Parking on the street should be confined to one side of the street—to allow proper flow of traffic and passage of emergency vehicles.
· Homeowners are responsible for guest parking and must ensure that guests park in a  
          	      safe manner and do not impede access to other driveways and traffic. 
· Mailboxes should never be blocked by a vehicle.
· Vehicle covers are not allowed.

GUIDELINE 7
Signs: 
· No sign of any kind shall be erected by an Owner or occupant without the prior written consent of the ARB, except…
		(1) such signs as may be required by legal proceedings; 
		(2) not more than one professional security sign of such size deemed reasonable by the 	ARB in 			     its sole discretion. 
· Unless in compliance with this Section, no signs shall be posted or erected by any Owner or occupant within any portion of the Properties, including the Common Area.
· The ARB (Architectural Review Board) reserves the right to prohibit signs and to restrict the size, content, color, lettering, design and placement of any approved signs. All signs must be professionally prepared. 

GUIDELINE 8
Animals and Pets
· There are seven (7) dog stations strategically located at designated areas within The Villages at Lafayette Park.  These stations are placed for the convenience of residents and their pet. Please utilize these stations and be considerate of a neighbor’s personal property…always scoop your dog’s poop. Bags are provided at each station.
· All pets are required to be accompanied by their owner, and placed on a leash while walking within the community.  Do not allow your pet to roam freely.
· There is a limit to four (4) dogs / cats per residence.
· Pet owners are required to respect their neighbors in regards to their pet’s activities (i.e. barking loudly, crossing property boundaries, grass, etc.)
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
